                                                                  The church is a community of the 

“forgiven” People may join a church only if they come through the door of 

the forgiveness of sins. In biblical faith all people have sinned against God 

and have there by suffered estrangement from him. 

God’s call repentance is a call for people to come back 

to God; people do this only by accepting God’s 

gracious forgiveness. It goes without saying that we 

Christians should have real joy in the 

acknowledgement that we were sinners and that 

Christ forgave us. This witness constitutes one of our 

strongest appeals to those who have not yet been 

forgiven. 

In the Sermon on the Mount Jesus said “for if you forgive men their 

trespasses, Heavenly father will also forgive you; but if you do not forgive 

men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses” 

(Matt- 6:14). On another occasion, Jesus was asked how many times a 

Christian should forgive an offending person. There was an old adage that 

righteous person might forgive someone as much as seven times in a day. 

Jesus required his followers to forgive not seven times in a day, but seventy 

seven times (Matt- 18:21)

It is also important to recognize the role of forgiving in the Christian life. It is 

universally acknowledged that Christians, regrettably, sin after conversation 

(1 john 1:9) But when they do, Christ forgives them, and they mutually 

sustain each other by forgiving one another (Eph 4:32). When Christians 

worship they confess sins and accept forgiveness. If Christians are genuinely 

true to their nature, it may be said of them, “Behold how they forgive one 

another”. Men and women without faith in Jesus Christ live their lives in lust 

less. Believers who know God’s forgiveness and who will share God’s 

message of forgiveness stand as their only hope. When the church is faithful 

its ministry of proclaiming forgiveness, it opens the door of heaven.
